   - without  emotion, concern, interest 

   - result of some internal conflict 

   - may be partial or total 

   - Bible examples

   Preparation of the gospel of peace   

    - apathy in personal preparation  2 Tim. 2:15

   Shield of faith 

    - apathy in home  (Eph. 5:22, 25; 6:1, 4)

   - pursue what feels good  (Hag. 1:4)
